Legislative Postcard Project Guidelines

· Plan to send a postcard to both your state senator and state representative and the Joint Committee on the Ways and Means Co-Chairs: Senator Margaret Carter and Representative Peter Buckley.
· The three lines on the top left hand corner should be used for your home mailing address.  Legislators usually only want to hear from their constituents, but it is important to also communicate with key legislators at this time.
· The “Legislators by CTSOs and Chapters” spreadsheet is based upon school addresses.  Your representatives may be different, so be sure you are sending your postcards to the correct individuals by using the “Find Your Legislator” online tool: http://www.leg.state.or.us/findlegsltr/.

· The postcards should be addresses as follows:

· The salutation on the postcard should read:

Dear Representative (Senator) ______________:

· In addition to the information provided in the documents above, the questions on the second page (or backside) can be used as prompts when writing your message.  There is not a lot of space to write, so do not attempt to answer more than two questions.

· Handwrite your message as neatly and as legibly as possible.

· For students, identify your year in school and where you attend.  If you are involved in more than one Career and Technical Student Organization (CTSO), be sure to mention that, as well as how long you have been involved.

· For students, first write out a draft of your postcard on paper or in a Word document to check your spelling and to easily edit.  Share your draft with your advisor.

· For students, once your postcard is written, turn it in to your advisor so that they can be mailed out over a period of time.

Students

Consider only selecting one or two questions to answer on your postcard.
· How has your CTSO helped you in becoming a more successful student?

· How has your CTSO helped you decide what you are going to do after graduation?

· How has your CTSO helped you set career goals?

· How has your CTSO helped you decide what you want to study in college?

· How has your CTSO helped you gain career-related learning experiences?
· How has your CTSO helped you stay in school?

· How has your CTSO helped you become a better writer?

· How has your CTSO helped you become a better public speaker and presenter?
